1.  Use of the Society’s crests

The Society’s logo is available on request from the Grants Officer for use on expedition websites and promotional material.
2.  Permissions and Safety

Approval and support is conditional upon all the required permissions (in writing) from the host country authorities to undertake this research being obtained. Teams should also check that the host country is politically stable and safe to visit before their fieldwork departs by obtaining the latest relevant Foreign and Commonwealth Office travel advice bulletin from their Website (www.fco.gov.uk/travel/) or by telephoning 020 7008 0232/0233.

3. Press Release

If you do not want your name and address and/or particular information about your research to be given to the press, please let the Grants Officer know immediately so that they can be omitted from any Press Releases. A copy of any Press Releases issued will be given to the award winner. 

4. Publications

The RGS-IBG should be acknowledged in all publications associated with the project. Copies of any such publications should be submitted to the society. Award details may be published in the Society’s and other publications where appropriate.  

5.  Legal Disclaimer

For legal reasons the Society accepts no responsibility for any aspect of your fieldwork.

6.  Named Grants

Some grants are awarded on behalf of donor companies. If you object to this source of funds, please inform us immediately. Otherwise, we would expect you and your team to keep the donor advised of your progress and to co-operate with any reasonable publicity activities that the company asks of you.

7.  Change of Plans

If it proves necessary to change the objectives or destination of the fieldwork, the membership, or the budget, please let the Grants Officer know at once, as the Society's approval is given on the basis of the plans you have already submitted.  Any reasonable changes are unlikely to affect our support, but we do reserve the right to withdraw our approval and support if there are substantial changes.

8. Ethical Approval

RGS-IBG grants are subject to the appropriate ethical approval from your institution. You must provide the RGS-IBG with either a copy of your ethical approval as given by the appropriate institutional committee or with a signed letter giving the reason why ethical approval is not necessary. 

9.  Reports

Within a month of completion, please let us have a preliminary report of 1,000 words. A full final report must be submitted by 1 September of the year following the award. Your final report must include a description of the project and its key findings, three to five images that graphically summarise your research project, a final budget an explanation, and details of presentations, publications and any other outputs. Failure to submit a report will jeopardise future grant applications. Your final report will be kept by the Society’s for public reference. Unless you indicate to the contrary in writing on the report, we will allow the entire report to be copied for private and personal use.
